Admission to the Nursing for Registered Nurses major is selective. Criteria for admission includes the following: Evidence of admission in good standing from a state-approved associate degree or diploma nursing program with a minimum 2.000 (on a 4.0 scale) overall GPA.

Graduation Requirements
Requirements to graduate with the BS degree program: To graduate, students must have minimum 120 credit hours, 39 upper-division credit hours of coursework, a minimum 2.000 major GPA and minimum 2.000 cumulative GPA. They must also fulfill an approved experiential learning experience and complete a writing intensive course with a minimum C (2.000) grade. More specific graduation requirement information can be found in the Academic Policies section of the Kent State University Catalog (www.kent.edu/catalog).

To be eligible to register for nursing (NURS) courses, students must have successfully completed:
· Active, unrestricted registered nurse (RN) license in the state in which practica will be completed
