[bookmark: _Hlk78789956]*** Students should complete LEGL 2015 Electronic Discovery (PLST 42701) or LEGL2019 Real Estate (PLST 42708) at CSCC. Students who do not complete one of these courses may be required to complete one additional Upper-Division credit hour to reach 39 total Upper-Division credit hours. Please speak to a KSU academic advisor for more information.  
^ Upon matriculation to Kent State University, and with successful completion of LEGL 2815 (PLST 36792) at CSCC, a Kent State University academic advisor will waive one credit hour of the required six credit hours of PLST 36792. Students will still be required to complete three credit hours of PLST 36792 Internship in Paralegal (ELR) (see semester eight). Students on this pathway will complete a total of 5 credit hours of PLST 36792.
@ Course may be taken at Columbus State Community College and transferred to Kent State. However, please be aware of Kent State’s residence policy, which can be found in the Kent State University Catalog. Students must complete a minimum of 30 passed hours in residence, of which 9 passed hours must be at the upper division (30000, 40000) level in the major. Once an associate degree is earned, additional courses taken at CSCC may not be eligible for financial aid. Please see Financial Aid for details.



Graduation Requirements

Requirements to graduate with the BA degree program: To graduate, students must have minimum 120 credit hours, 39 upper-division credit hours of coursework, a minimum 2.000 major GPA and minimum 2.000 cumulative GPA. They must also fulfill an approved experiential learning experience and complete a writing intensive course with a minimum C (2.000) grade.
