** Students intending to complete the Bachelor of Science degree in Hospitality and Event Management at Kent State University should speak to an LCCC academic advisor about completing MKRG251/251G in place of MKRG 211. MRKG251/251 is equivalent to MKTG 25010 Principles of Marketing (Additional Major Requirement). Students who do not complete MKRG251/251G will be required to complete MKTG 25010 upon transfer to Kent State University. 

*** Minimum one course from Kent Core Humanities (KHUM) and one course from Kent Core Fine Arts (KFA). 

**** Students intending to complete the Bachelor of Science degree in Hospitality and Event Management at Kent State University should select TRSM 245 Casino Operations as their Tourism Elective at Lorain County Community College.
